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Foreword

As this 2004-2005 Research Report demonstrates,
the UNSW Law Faculty continues to pioneer and
contribute substantially to groundbreaking legal
research in Australia and beyond.

What is striking in examining this Report is the
capacity of the Faculty to embrace “core” research
within the basic curriculum, the so called "Priestley 11",
while also engaging in fascinating reseach well beyond
that core. Implicit in much of this groundbreaking
research is an appreciation that law functions within
a wide social context, not only through narrowly
constituted rights of individuals and power of states.
International law research at UNSW deals with the
law governing highly complex relations among super
and rogue states, and increasingly, non-state actors.
Research into corporate law analyses the rights and
duties of companies and directors in light of corporate
scandals and bankruptcies in a climate of volatile
growth in, and dilution of, corporate wealth. Criminal
law research encompasses behavioural study that
challenges the traditional reach of pre-existing rules
governing criminal behaviour.

An examination of research interests, publications,
conference papers and award of grants also reveals
thatresearchat UNSW s collaborative, interdisciplinary
and of practical use to legal professionals and policy-
makers. Legal research relies perceptibly on social
science methodologies, varying from interviews and
questionnaires, to ethnographic and demographic
study, to mathematics and statistics. Consistent with

these developments, researchers in the Faculty of Law

have established important research collaborations

with colleagues in other disciplines across Australia
and beyond, from medicine to the arts, and from
commerce to engineering. Striking, too, is the extent
to which research in this Report aims at solving
real problems afflicting real people, while still being
distinctly academic in scope.

The research achievements of scholars in the
Faculty of Law are the product of their dedication
and commitment as researchers. However, those
who research owe a great debt to the research team
that supports them. On behalf of all researchers on
Faculty, myself included, | extend grateful thanks to
Professor David Dixon, Associate Dean (Research)
who has painstakingly commented on research
grant applications and carefully guided young and
established scholars alike in their research endeavours

over a sustained period of time.

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Introduction

In 2004-2005, the UNSW Law Faculty achieved
great success in each of the key research performance
indicators. In research grants, publications, and research
student completions, the Faculty's record has been
outstanding.

Competitive grant funding amounting to some
$2.26 million was awarded by the Australian Research
Council and the National Health and Medical Research
Council. This was complemented by extensive research
funding from a range of public and private sources.
Such growth in funded research reflects a shift to more
collaborative and inter-disciplinary approaches. Most of
the major projects involve UNSW researchers working
in teams, often with colleagues in other faculties
or institutions. The subjects of the research - just a
few examples are terrorism, prostitution, residential
tenancies, tax reform, compliance, online investment,
human rights, Indigenous governance, legal research
infrastructure, refugees, juries - show the engagement
of UNSW researchers with pressing current social,
political and economic issues.

The number of the Faculty's publications rose by
37% in 2004, a demonstration of our commitment
to research productivity. Just as funded research is
becoming more interdisciplinary, so our publications
are appearing in a wider range of first class journals
and books. Also notable has been further development
of the World Legal Information Institute (WorldLIl), the
largest free legal database in the world, led by Professor
Graham Greenleaf and colleagues at UTS.

Research students graduated in record numbers in
2004-2005. Setting higher standards for supervision
and regularly reviewing students' progress have
undoubtedly contributed to success in this field.

Essential to the Faculty's recent and potential

success in research is the recruitment of top quality

staff. We have been fortunate to attract both
established researchers and young scholars of great
potential. In 2006, Professor Chris Cunneen will take up
an interdisciplinary chair in criminology, based in the
Faculty.

Ahead lie both opportunities and challenges for
research in UNSW's Law Faculty. The need to develop
the research potential of the centres associated with the
Faculty was the clear conclusion of a review conducted
in 2005. By the time of the next Research Report, the
Faculty will finally have moved to its new building.
The working environment in the new building should
enable the potential for collaboration between the Law
School, Atax, our research students and our centres
to be maximised. If experience elsewhere is any guide,
the introduction of the Research Quality Framework
will have major impacts on legal research. While our
research will continue to develop in the directions
suggested above, we will have to continue resisting
the inappropriate application of a science model in
evaluations of research in law and the humanities and
social sciences more generally.

After more than ten years as Director of Research
in the Law School and then Associate Dean in the
Faculty, this is my final report. | would like to take this
opportunity to thank colleagues for their support and
help. | am particularly grateful to Angus Corbett and
Kerrie Daley for their work with our research students,
Virginia Fox for producing our reports, Paul Gwynne for
collecting details of publications, and to Neil Warren for

his successful efforts in developing research at Atax.

Research and Community Centres

Australasian Legal Information Institute
(AustLIl)

The Australasian Legal Information Institute
(www.austlii.edu.au) provides free internet access to
Australian legal materials, and to global legal materials
through its WorldLIl service.

AustLll is one of the largest sources of legal
materials on the internet. AustLIl publishes public legal
information, both primary legal materials (legislation,
treaties and decisions of courts and tribunals) and
secondary legal materials created by public bodies
for purposes of public access (law reform and royal
commission reports etc). AustLll's policy agenda is to
convince parliaments, governments, courts, law reform
bodies and other public institutions to make the legal
materials they control available free via the internet.

The AustLIlcollection contains full-text databases of
all Australian legislation and Superior Court decisions.
It includes most federal courts (High Court, Federal
Court, Family Court, AAT etc) and most significant
State and Territory courts and tribunals. AustLIl also
includes a comprehensive Australian Treaties Library,
law reform reports and law journals.

AustLIl has provided its software and expertise to
assist the creation of legal information institutes in the
South Pacific (www.paclii.org), United Kingdom and
Ireland (www.bailii.org), Hong Kong (www.hklii.org),
Southern Africa (www.saflii.org) and Canada (www.
canlii.org). In cooperation with all these organisations,

AustLIl has created and runs WorldLIl, the World Legal

Information Institute (www.worldlii.org), providing a
combined search facility of over 400 legal databases.

WorldLIl has also developed its own databases
of decisions of international courts and tribunals.
WorldLIl also includes the WorldLIl Catalogue of over
5,100 different categories into which over 15,000 legal
web sites are classified. AustLIl and WorldLIl provide
access to over 700,000 pages of information daily.
AustLIl's users span the whole community, including
educational institutions, the legal profession, business
and government.

Through project DIAL, funded by the Asian
Development Bank, AustLIl has carried out in-country
training of government lawyers in Mongolia, China,
Vietnam, Indonesia, Pakistan, Cambodia and other
countries.

AustLIll is operated jointly by the Faculties of
Law at the University of Technology, Sydney and the
University of New South Wales. It is funded by grants
now averaging over A$1M per year from such sources
as its host Universities, the Australian Research
Council, CCH Australia Ltd, Australian Business Ltd,
Asian Development Bank, AusAID, the Department of
Defence, the Department of Foreign Affairs and Trade,
courts and tribunals, law firms and other bodies.

Diplomacy Training Program

The Diplomacy Training Program (DTP) is a non-
government organisation (NGO), having an affiliation
with the University, through the Faculty of Law. It is
physically located within the Faculty and enjoys the
close involvement of academic staff in a voluntary
capacity, both as trainers and Board Members. The DTP
was founded in 1989 by Professor Jose Ramos Horta,
1996 Nobel Peace Laureate and representative of East
Timor at the UN for more than twelve years. The
Program provides trainingin humanrightsand ‘people’s
diplomacy' to non-governmental organisations and
other sectors of civil society throughout the Asia
Pacific and Indigenous Australia.

In its fifteen years of existence, the DTP has
developed materials and

specialised  teaching

participatory skill-building methods based upon NGO

needs and priorities. It provides an introduction to
international human rights standards and procedures,
including relevant United Nations conventions and
institutions, and practical skills for human rights
education, conflict resolution and good governance.
Sessions include lobbying and negotiation, working
with the media, NGO strategies and institutional
standards.

Since January 1990, the DTP has conducted ‘Annual
Training' sessions of three to four weeks in Bangkok,
Manila, Sydney and Darwin, as well as 'In-Country’'
training sessions of one to two weeks duration in
Australia, Fiji, India, Nepal, New Zealand, Sri Lanka,
Taiwan and Thailand. The DTP has trained over 900
human rights defenders from 30 countries.

Its board members are Professor Paul Redmond
(Chair) (UNSW), Mr Philip Chung (AustLIl), Associate
Professor Andrea Durbach (Australian Human Rights
Centre, UNSW) Ms Olga Havnen (Fred Hollows
Foundation), Emeritus Professor Garth Nettheim
(UNSW), Dr John Pace (Australian Human Rights
Centre, UNSW), Dr Sarah Pritchard (barrister), Ms
Louise Sylvan (Australian Competition and Consumer
Commission). Professor José Ramos-Horta continues
to be a patron of the DTP.

Kingsford Legal Centre

Kingsford Legal Centre (KLC) is the Faculty of Law's
law clinic. The Centre provides a clinical teaching
program for law students where students are able to
analyse the operation of the legal system and lawyer
client relationships while working on cases for real
clients.

The Centre is one of over 35 community legal
centresin New South Wales. Students work with Centre
lawyers in acting for members of the local community
who cannot afford private legal assistance.

The Centre provides legal advice in a wide variety
of matters and takes on cases in areas such as
domestic violence, discrimination, housing, wills and
estates, employment, family, criminal law and victims'
compensation. The Centre assists over 3, 000 people
a year.

The Centre began operation in 1981. It has seven
staff, five of whom are lawyers, one of whom (the
Director) is a Senior Lecturer in the Faculty of Law.
The Centre is jointly funded by the Faculty of Law and
the Community Legal Services Legal Funding Program

through the State and Federal Governments and with

assistance from Randwick City Council. In addition,
the law firm Freehills maintains the permanent
secondment of a solicitor's position to the Centre.

The courses Clinical Legal Experience and Clinical
Program-Employment Law are electives for later year
students. Students can take a course in any session.
All courses are available over summer. Students take
instructions from clients, draft documents, undertake
legal research and are responsible for the preparation
of any Court hearings. In this way, students can
consolidate their study of the law by practical
application. Employment law students are also given
the opportunity to do some advocacy in the Industrial
Relations Commission or in the Local Court on pleas of
guilty in minor criminal matters. Small group classes,
daily tutorials and constant consultation with the
clinical supervisors who are practising lawyers provide
an opportunity for students to analyse both their role
as lawyers and the role of law in society. Over 60
volunteer solicitors and barristers participate in public
advice sessions in the evenings.

All students enrolled in the course Law, Lawyers
and Society undertake sessions at the Centre assisting
volunteer lawyers in advising clients and learning
about public interest law.

The Centre is an internationally recognised Centre
of excellence in clinical teaching and produces bi-
annual Guides to Australian Clinical Legal Education
and a clinical newsletter.

In its community legal centre function the Centre
has been prominent in several areas, particularly
anti-discrimination, legal aid and domestic violence.
Students are also involved in law reform campaigns,
policy work and education services to the local
community.

Graham Greenleaf

“We're in the business of large-scale construction
of commons by whatever means necessary,and making
them effective” says Professor Graham Greenleaf,
co-founder of the Australasian Legal Information
Institute (AustLIl), and member of the Unlocking IP
research team. Using the technological approach of
constructing free access online databases of legal
information, he has revolutionised and abbreviated
the process of legal research. Through the Unlocking
IP project, he hopes to use his experience creating
online Legal Information Institutes (LIls) to increase
the realm of publicly available intellectual property,
and to make that information readily accessible. “The
common thread running through all the areas that
I've been really interested in is social justice and
equity," he said.

Graham and Andrew Mowbray (AustLIl co-

founder and Professor in Law at UTS) began working

on approaches to computerising legal information in
1984, before the Internet had assumed the form that
we know today. Only one other team of researchers,
based at Cornell University, built an earlier Legal
Information Institute.

The Australian research aimed to construct
a readily searchable means of accessing legal
information. The first attempt at a legal database
search engine was an Artificial Intelligence approach
known as expert systems. Expert systems function by
attempting to translate the decision making process

of a legal research expert into a computer algorithm.
