We recently celebrated the 30" anniversary of the first
law graduation at UNSW, which makes our Faculty
still a relatively young one by international standards
and compared with our main competitors. Yet UNSW
Law Faculty has been for many years a leader in an
impressive array of research areas. This Research
Report, like others before it, shows the breadth and
depth of research being undertaken in the Faculty
and its Centres, much of it informed by the UNSW
commitment to promoting the role of law in the
struggle for social justice, and combining the best of
theoretical work with practical impact. The Faculty's
research provides an excellent example of UNSW's
distinctive commitment to and specialisation in

research which connects theory and practice.

Many of those who were part of the founding

generation of the law Faculty and who were its

intellectual leaders in the following decades have now

retired (though continuing to support us in various
capacities). But we have been fortunate to recruit a
significant number of new colleagues, many of them
leaders in their fields, and others who are at an earlier
stage in their careers and who will be the intellectual

leaders of the future.

Despite our achievements, there are many challenges
to which we must rise in the coming years. Diminishing
government investment in tertiary education means
that we will need to take energetic steps to raise
additional resources to support our research efforts
through winning more research grants, undertaking
further contract research and attracting other forms
of support. We have a strong track record in these
regards, and | am confident that all of those who form
part of the Faculty of Law community will support

these endeavours.

sedition legislation, aboriginal affairs, electoral matters,
reform of the taxation system, and landlord and tenancy

issues.

The Faculty also continues to attract high-calibre
research students from Australia and abroad, to
undertake work in areas ranging from the impact

of terrorism laws to the administration of tax law in

Ethiopia. Our new building provides wonderful facilities
for our full-time postgraduate students, with an
entire section of the building devoted to postgraduate

accommodation.

The research achievements of the Faculty of Law are
the result of an enormous amount of hard work on
the part of my colleagues in the Faculty. | would like to
acknowledge the contribution of my predecessor, David
Dixon, whose efforts as Associate Dean (Research) over
a decade have contributed significantly to the Faculty's

current research profile.

| would also like to thank Angus Corbett who recently
completed a period of service as Associate Dean
